Ghana. Currently undergoing major expansion works,
the port is set to propel Ghana to the forefront of trade
and industry in Africa. Already handling more than 90
percent of the country’s container traffic, that volume is

set to treble following completion of its fourth berth’. The HCVP Z60 D5 drive-through X-ray portal is capable of
scanning 100 to 120 vehicles an hour for explosives,
